You actually pray often for the top government officials on the 
air. But I must tell you, the Islamic Government of Iran is afraid of you. 
 
Hormoz: Why are they afraid of us? 
Mahdi: Because you are capturing the hearts of millions, leading people away 
from them and towards Jesus. You are building a deep trust with a large 
number of people in Iran. Although you are not political, they are afraid that in 
the future, if you ever choose to turn political, you could cause them a big 
problem by opposing them. 
 
Hormoz: Well, there are other Christian TV channels as well. What do they 
think about them, and how come they jam our signal more often? 
Mahdi: Because they believe that other channels have programs, but you have 
a strategy and a plan to impact Iran with Gospel.
